3. On-site Registration 

The registration desk will be open at the BICC lobby during the following hours: 
17:00-19:00, 1 June 2013 
7:30-20:00, 2 June 2013 
8:00-12:00, 3 June 2013 
Those who have pre-paid registration fee may come to pick up your conference bags during these hours. Those who will pay on-site please visit 
the registration desk on 2 and 3 June 2013.  
 

4. How to get to the venue and hotel zone 
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a) Taxi. It takes about 40 minutes by taxi from Beijing Capital Airport to the convention center and hotels nearby. Taxi fare from the airport to hotels is about 150 CNY (approx. 

US$25) including 10CNY for toll fee. We suggest you wait for taxi at the airport designated taxi station. Please ask for a receipt with the taxi registration number in case you 

require special assistance when you arrive at the hotel. If someone approaches you and offers to take you to the hotel, don't take his or her car. The bilingual instruction 

below and the map can help you communicate with the taxi driver. 
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b) Airport shuttle. Airport shuttle is available at all three terminals of Beijing Capital Airport. Tickets can be purchased at Exit No.7, Terminal 1; Exit No. 9, Terminal 2; 
and Exit No. 7, Terminal 3. Please take shuttle No. 5 or Line E to Zhong Guan Cun and get off at An Hui Qiao Overpass (also called Anhui Bridge on the map 
below). You may show the instruction above to the driver. The fee is 16CNY. The earliest shuttle is 6:50 and the latest is 24:00 and it departs every 30 minutes. You 
will have to take a taxi, or walk about 1000m to the west (where the bus goes) or take bus 944 (or 939, 753, 658, 696, 386, 740 外 etc.) for one stop to get to the 

convention and hotel area. 
 

 

c) Subway (not really recommended if you have a lot of luggage). 
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Airport Line—Line 10 (transfer at Sanyuanqiao Station)— Line  5 (transfer at Huixinxijienankou) and get off at Huixinxijiebeikou Station. 
Then cross the underground and walk 20 mins to the west and take a taxi, or take bus 944 (or 939, 753, 658, 696, 386, 740 外 etc.) for two stops (about 5 mins) 
and get off at Asian Game Station (亚运村站). See the map above. 

 
5. Posters and Exhibition 

Posters and exhibition will be presented in Hall 4 on the first floor of BICC, right next to the conference hall. Poster presenters may leave your posters with secretariat 
when you pick up your conference bags. Exhibitors are supposed to set up the booths on 2 June, 2013.  
 

6. Currency Exchange 
USD to CNY is roughly around 6.23. For other currency exchange, please check out http://www.boc.cn/sourcedb/whpj/enindex.html.There are banks at the airport and 
venue that can offer currency exchange services. There’s ATM at the venue where you can withdraw cash in CNY.  

 
7. Internet Connection 

The whole venue is covered by wi-fi.  
 
8. Adapters, Plugs, Wall Sockets and Electrical Current in China 

Most North American countries and Japan use 110V electricity, while China uses 220V electricity. A voltage converter or transformer is needed in this case. 
 
This is what most wall sockets look like these days in China. The top socket takes a two-prong plug. The prongs must be the same size 
("Type A"), although many modern devices with Type A plugs have one wider prong. This type won't fit into a Chinese wall socket and will 
require an adapter. This socket will also take a "Type C" or "Type F" plug that is standard in Germany. The bottom socket in the photo takes 
"Type I" plugs common in Australia and New Zealand. (All your devices will work if you're coming from Australia/NZ, as you use the same 
voltage as China.)  
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
